The oil cargo vessel
originating from the Port of
Oman was carrying crude
oil to be off-loaded to the
Byco Refinery via its Single
Point Mooring (SPM).

Byco officials are
constantly in touch with
MoE and agencies and so
far have not received any
report that the ship was car-
rving Iranian crude nor
have Byco's documentation
authenticity been chal-
lenged. As a precautionary
measure, Byco instantly
stopped off-loading any
crude oil from the cargo
vessel until the MoE has as-
certained and cleared in
writing that there is no Iran-
ian crude onboard.
